Unit

There are different types of Units that attend Cub and Webelos Adventure camp.  

· Pack 

This is the traditional form of attending camp.  The Pack attends with all its dens.

· Wolf and Bear Dens to Sessions 1-8 and Webelos I & II to Sessions 9 & 10

Many units are sending their Wolf and Bear Dens to Sessions 1-8 and the Webelos to Webelos Extreme, Sessions 9 & 10.  Webelos Extreme gives the Webelos who have previously participated in camp to have a different experience.  

· Unit of 2 (4,6,…) from your pack

This is a unit of a parent and cub(s).  If a parent cannot come with your den, offer them this solution.  This unit type was developed to assist those parents whose employers will not let they off work when the Pack or Den is attending camp.  In the past, pairs of Dads have attended camp with their cubs.  If possible we would like the adult to be registered and have taken Youth Protection on line, but this should not stop the adult and cub from attending camp.

PACK AND PARENT RESPONSIBILITIES

· Before you come:
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· Leadership

Does not need to be the Cubmaster or Den Leader all the time.  Pass the leadership responsibilities around.  The leader who takes the unit to camp must be responsible, over the age of 21 and a registered leader with the council.

· Training

It is recommended that all adults coming to camp take the Youth Protection course online at www.myscouting.org.  The adults will know that they will need to stay in the area if you need to talk to Johnny away from the group.

There is a Hazardous Weather course under MyScouting that the adults can take also.  This will help them understand the camp’s decision making.  

· Fees and Rosters  -- covered previously

· Tour Permits

Need to have one filled out so everyone is covered by insurance

· Health Forms  (see Leaders Guide p 17)

· Transportation 

· Program

· Equipment and Personal Belonging

Webelos will need to bring folding pocket knives, if they have them.  They will be earning their Whittling Chip if they do not already have it.  There will be a whittling project

Tour -- unpack afterwards




When you check in, a tour of the camp is required by National Standards.  

To have your cubs get ready for the spray area quickly, have them pack their 

swimsuits and towels in the top of their packs.  They can get cooled down 

and worn out a little before you try to organize and unpack.  



Leader’s Meeting after dinner – If you are a unit of 2, the adult needs to attend the 

meeting.  The meeting discuss important information about that session.  

· During Camp

· Plan ahead -- it takes 15 minutes to get there

· Swimming and changing clothes

Please, do not return to your living area to change into your swimsuits between class periods.  In the past, many units have missed the advancement part of the aquatics program.  If appropriate, wear you swimsuits to other program areas and carry dry clothes to change into at the Castle.  Last year, a pack had wagons to keep their belongs together.

· Tracking advancements

In each unit’s packet will be a check off sheet for each advancement item covered at camp.  It is the adult’s responsibility to make sure “Johnny” participated in that activity.  In the past year, I have had few kids who would sit the advancement part and feel like swimming when it was free swim.

· Cub Scouts -- duty rosters

The cubs should clean up their area is the Dinning Hall.  They should be responsible for making sure the other cubs have their area clean and neat.  Scouting is boy lead.  Boy lead leadership starts at the Wolf level.  Yes, it is easier for us to do it, but if they know the expectations, the next time will be easier.

· Buddy System for Cub, Webelos and Adults

Buddy system is not just  for the Cubs and Webelos.  The adults need to have buddies.  If you leave the group, make sure someone knows where you are going.  

· Youth Protection 

Make sure all your adults know how to watch out for each other.

· Village Commissioner is a resource

The Village Commissioner should meet you the afternoon you check in.  They are the communicator to the administration of any concerns or problems you may have.  If they do not get in touch with you, let the Camp Commissioner, Program Director or Camp Director know.  

· Camp Commissioner is a resource

Camp commissioner is responsible for the communications between the units and the administration.  

· After Camp

· Advancement information to Advancement Chairman

· Compete unfinished Advancements

· Pack Meeting to award advancements and place camp flags on Pack Flag.
